Design statement:
A unique and intriguing open-air exhibition aimed at bringing a new perception of traditional views of light (being primarily a necessity and a non-creative source of artificial light), awake of creativity values and a deeper comprehension of art between the wide public thanks to the latest lighting materials and their endless forming possibilities. All exhibits were hand-made by the designer team and local artists and made purely from optic fibres, whilst being powered by miniature LED projectors custom-made for this project. Thanks to the very combination of our deep understanding of lighting complexity and sensitive artistic integration into the city's rich history we were able to deliver very unique designs that captured the eye of the onlookers even during the day, bringing a beautiful and gleaming experience in the cold evenings at the plaza. The exhibition was aimed at bringing art and innovative designs to people of all classes, professions and interests by being displayed at a public place and being reachable and accessible to everyone.
About the project:
The main and very unique purpose of this exhibition was to encourage a conception of a natural cooperation between subjects that would not normally meet - namely art and design, present and future professionals, commercial businesses and a local authority, all united by a similar goal to deliver a new and attractive function to a public place in the darkness.

All of the lighting exhibits were purposely situated on otherwise unused public places, bringing unusual artistic experience to general public, commercial businesses operating at the Plaza and city-visitors. The execution of the exhibition took place in the darkness of a November evening and its opening ceremony was accompanied by a local band performance that was also intentionally set amongst the spectators for the individual visual and audio experience of every visitor.
The exhibits:
optoAVATAR, pseudonymed as “Tree of Life” - the idea and its looks were inspired by a renowned movie allowing to create a huge chandelier levitating in the air above spectators' heads, with luminous arms wide-spreading across the Plaza that would offer a protection and unification of the entire crowd standing below it. Its sheer size was amazing 13x15metres and it became the most dominant and representative piece of the exhibition.
Angel – a beautiful light-weight and airy sculpture of an inhuman entity (that totalled impressive 4 meters in height with its dominant wings) was fabricated from more than ten thousands of metres of optic fibres, with a focus on creating enormous wings that would reach out to the heaven... This sculpture was inspired by a rich history of the city of Banska Bystrica that allowed for the past symbol of the City to be restored. The sculpture brings traditional symbolism of a peace and protection but by being represented by a modern art with the elegance of luminous, human shapes and from new materials of optic fibres.  
From the other exhibits to mention a massive Cube (its size of over 1.5metre) entirely made from optic fibres and powered by one single LED source. Other appearing exhibits that were also constructed from optic fibres are variously sized and shaped objects symbolising “Tears”, and twelve levitating bodies representing “People in the City” capturing the historic and present people of the city Banska Bystrica in their everyday activities (“Coal miner going home”, “Woman whilst shopping”, “Telephonist at work” etc.).
