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Biography
José Neves, born in Lisbon in 1963, graduated in Architecture from Lisbon’s Technical University School of Architecture in 1986, the same year he represented Portugal in the 2nd Biennial of Young Artists from Europe and the Mediterranean, in Thessaloniki, selected by the Secretariat of State for Culture.

From 1986 until 1990 worked with Duarte Cabral de Mello and since 1991 participated in several projects with Vítor Figueiredo. That same year opened his own office.

He was guest professor in the Faculty of Architecture of the Technical University of Lisbon, in the Department of Architecture of the Lusíada University, in the Architecture Department of the Autónoma University and currently in the Department of Architecture and Urbanism of ISCTE.
